.02 seconds into red phase
All four tires across stop bar
>/= 20 mph thru intersection
Subject to officer review



Orlando’s Results…

Violations (potential crashes) 
decreased by 43%
ALL crashes decreased by more 
than 50%
Average speed of violator =  
45mph+
“Halo effect” with reduction of 
crashes at other signals in the 
immediate area
